1. [bookmark: _Hlk157006738]Ensure Patient has been counseled by Qualified Medical Professional on Nexplanon implant.
2. Ensure procedure consent has been signed.
3. Provide patient with Nexplanon patient information sheet.
4. Provide patient with post procedure Nexplanon patient instructions.
5. Nurse to collect necessary supplies and ensure they are available at the patient bedside.
a. Nexplanon implant
· Etonogestrel (Nexplanon) implant 68mg; 1 dose, placed sub-dermally by physician
b. Sterile gloves
c. Package of sterile towels
d. 1 chucks pad
e. (2) betadine or hibiclens swabs
f. Sterile marking pen
g. Sterile ruler
h. 5ml 1% lidocaine without epinephrine
i. 5cc syringes
j. 18- or 20-guage needle 
k. 25- gauge 1.5- inch needle 
l. Band-aids
m. Ace wraps or Coban
n. One package sterile 4x4’s 
6. Timeout to be performed prior to procedure.
7. Report to physician (or provider): pain in lower leg, severe chest pain, sudden shortness of breath, symptoms of an allergic reaction, sudden severe headache, weakness or numbness in the arm, temperature ≥100.4, or other symptoms of infection.
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
